Who are the Trailblazers?

We are an apostolate of interna-
tional youth pilgrimages, espe-
cially World Youth Days. More 
than 400 young people have 
participated in our pilgrimages 
to Canada, Germany, Mexico and 
Australia. Trailblazers was founded 
in 2002 by Fr. Paul Ward, a priest of 
the Archdiocese of Detroit, with the 
help of priests, religious, seminar-
ians and laity. We primarily invite 
youth and young adults ages 
16-30. In the midst of the cultural, 
intellectual, athletic and devotional 
dimensions of each pilgrimage, we 
stress the importance of each pil-
grim’s personal spiritual forma-
tion in the context of standard and 
time tested forms of Catholic piety.
